Slapped Cheek Infection: 
óSlapped cheek infectionô is a common childhood viral infection caused by human parvovirus B19. In children the infection causes a mild 
illness with little or no fever but a striking redness of the cheeks (hence óslapped cheek diseaseô). 
This may be accompanied by a lacy looking rash that fades within a week but can re-occur over several weeks on exposure to heat or 
sunlight. 
A pregnant woman who believes she has been in contact with a case of parvovirus infection should consult the doctor  
supervising her pregnancy even if she has no symptoms. 
N.B: We currently have a number of cases of slapped cheek infection at school.

INFORMATION REGARDING THE EDUCATION MAINTENANCE ALLOWANCE  (EMA) 
  

The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is provided to assist eligible families with the costs associated with the 

education of their children. 
  

      To be eligible for receipt of the EMA you must: be either a parent or guardian of a primary or secondary school 

student up to the age of  sixteen;  

 and 
      be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension, allowance or benefit within the meaning of the State Conces-

sions Act 2004 or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) pensioner or be a foster parent. 
  

Consequently parents/guardians are able to access the EMA if they have a current Health Care Card or Pension Card. 
  

The eligibility criteria must be met as at the first day of Term 1 (28th January 2009 which is the first day for teaching 

staff) and Term 3 (13th July 2008).  
  

The EMA application must be submitted to the school by 27 February 2009 for the first instalment and 7 August 

2009 for the second instalment. 
  

The EMA provides an annual amount of $221 for primary students and $443 for secondary students and is paid in two 

instalments.  This amount is split evenly between the parents/guardians and the school.  Schools receive the school por-

tion electronically twice a year and parents/guardians receive their portion via two cheques or payment directly into Par-

entôs Nominated account. 
 

New EMA payment option for 2009 (Forms Available on Book pack Sales Days) 

Commencing in 2009, The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development will introduce a new payment option 

for the payment of Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) to parents. 
 

Option 1: 

Parents continue to receive their portion by cheque, which is the current arrangement whereby parents are able to sign over their 

cheque to the school for payment of their child/rens  excursions, camps etc. 
 

Option 2: 

Parent portion paid directly into parents nominated bank account. Please note: Bank account Name, Number and BSB Numbers are 

required to be completed on the EMA form.
