On Monday the children in Year 1 & 2 met with Anne from the RACV. They participated in an in-

teresting session where they were given the opportunity to discuss road rules, road signs and passen-

ger safety. The children practised crossing the road safely  and enthusiastically participated in the 

sessions.  

PROPER CHILD RETRAINTS SAVE LIVES  -   

BOOSTER SEATS 

Research has shown that parents often move their child into an 

adult seat belt before they are ready, greatly increasing the risk 

of a serious injury. Compared with children in dedicated restraints, children in adult seat belts are 3.5 times 

more likely to sustain a significant injury. It is highly important that children up to 8 years of age, or 

up to 140cm tall are restrained in booster seats. 

Booster seats are designed for a child who has outgrown a car seat, and uses a carôs lap/sash belt. It is im-

portant that the sash part must cross your childôs shoulder and not run across their neck. Most booster seats 

come with a sash guide to guide the seat belt into the right position. If a booster seat is used with only a 

rear centre lap belt, it must be used in conjunction with a child harness. DO NOT use a booster seat with a 

lap only belt. 

A booster seat will offer the best protection for a child until the child's eyes are level with the top of 

the back seat. If the childôs eyes are above the top of the back seat, but they are shorter than 140cm, 

parents should consider purchasing a larger booster seat, rather than moving them to an adult seat belt. 

Some booster seats have adjustable head rests to accommodate children as they grow taller. Children 

should use a booster seat until they are 140cm tall and only then can they begin using an adult seat belt. 

DO NOT move your child out of a booster seat too early. 

New child restraint laws have been approved by Australiaôs Transport ministers, but have not yet been im-

plemented in Victoria or other Australian jurisdictions. 

Children older than 4 years and under 7 years must be in a forward facing restraint or a booster.
