MEDICATION POLICY 
 

If a child needs to be given medi-

cation at school, parents must 

supply: 

 - a signed note stating: 

 Å child’s name                                    

 Å name of medication 

 Å dosage and when it needs to be  

    administered 

 Å time frame medication is to be taken 

Medication Permission Notes are available 

from your child’s teacher or the sick bay. If 

however you are unable to obtain a Medica-

tion Permission Note on the first day your 

child’s medication is brought to school, 

then written authorisation from parents will 

suffice. However, a school permission note 

will be sent home that day and will need to 

be completed for the continued administra-

tion of the medication. 

Please note that staff are unable to adminis-

ter any form of medication unless written 

authorisation is received. 

Thank you for your assistance in regards to 

this very important matter. 



Importance of friends  

Friendships help children develop emotionally and ethically. When interacting with friends, chil-
dren learn many social skills, including how to communicate, cooperate, and solve problems. 
Friendship in childhood provides companionship, stimulation, and opportunities for social compari-
son. This interaction is essential to childrenôs understanding of fairness, self-esteem, for their ten-
dencies toward pro-social behaviour and the acquisition of role-taking and communication skills. 
 
The most important thing parents can do for their child is lead by example. By developing a lov-
ing, accepting, and respectful relationship with their child, parents set the standard for other rela-
tionships. In addition, parents can help children make friends by:  
¶ Providing them with opportunities to spend time with other children e.g. joining clubs or 

sporting teams. 
¶ Setting clear rules for appropriate behaviour.  
¶ Teaching them how to handle different social situations and points of view 

e.g. sharing with other children and respecting opinions.  
¶ Helping them learn how to manage negative feelings and solve problems. 
¶ Helping them learn conversation skills i.e. having daily conversations with 

them. 
Children, and adults often have different social styles. For example, one person 
might prefer one of two close friends while others like a wider social circle. One 
style is not better that another. What matters is that the person is comfortable and 
happy with their friends.
