HEALTHY HINTS FOR PARENTS  - Michael Grose 
Make physical activity so much fun they donôt realise they are doing it 
Being a large family of yours, mine and ours this rule has become something our family has become really good 

at. Weekends mean getting out and about as a family as it is the only time we are all together. Try and do some-

thing physical with the family at least once each weekend and not only will you be physically better off but it 

will bring your family closer as a result.  

Here are some of the things we do: 

- Get the whole family on bikes and ride to the park. Enjoy a bar-b-que and a game of soccer or cricket or just 

play on the playground. 

- Go to the local swimming pool. Take a blow up ball and play keepings off with the whole family. A great half 

day of fun. 

- A visit to the zoo. This means walking all day not to mention seeing some great animals. 

- If you enjoy running or walking take the family with you. Some can ride, walk, rollerblade, you can even take 

the dog 

Be a great role model for your children. 
How can we expect our children to be physically active if we are not ourselves? Establish physical activity rou-

tines for yourself and your kids will follow. If you go to the gym, ride a bike or run or walk regularly take your 

kids along with you once a week. They will soon develop a genuine interest in personal fitness also. If you give 

them a job to do at home have one to do yourself at the same time.

Australiaôs Physical Activity Recommendations for Children 

Did you know that the Australian Government has recently developed Physical Activity recommendations for 

children aged 5 to 18 years of age?  

These are : 

Children and young people should participate in at least 60 minutes (and up to several hours) of moderate-to 

vigorous intensity physical activity every day. 

Children and young people should not spend more than 2 hours a day using electronic media for entertainment 

(eg computer games, internet, TV), particularly during daylight hours.
