What s the secret to t-alMichael@roseit h teenagers?
Start talking when they are children.
Talking and listening to kids from a young age establishes the processes for both you and your child that
are really useful when they become teenagers.
Like everything else talking to kids can be done a) poorly, b) moderately or, c) really well. Talking devel-
ops your relationship with them, their relationships skills, their self-esteem and, if done really well, their
own self-knowledge.
If you talk really well to them they become encouraged to talk to you. Talking is a skill, like any other, that
takes practice.
Kids differ in their propensity to talk. Some are conversational clams who hold everything, including their
feelings, close to your chest. Others just love to bend your ear in a one-on-one situation for a time.
Know your kids and choose your time to talk are key principles here.
One feature of effective talking is the ability to ask questions. GOOD questions will open up communica-
tion. The right question at the right time can illicit a positive response that leaves both you and your child
satisfied, and more importantly wanting to talk more.
Here are five GOOD questions to ask your kids:
